It will be a sight to behold, a great opportunity for Scouts to make friends with their counterparts from
all over the world.


Amina, 17, from Algeria, could barely contain her excitement, exclaimed: “It’s a dream! Everything is
so different. Japan is like another planet! This is my first Jamboree experience. I am so excited to
share my rich culture and history with friends from all over the world.”


“We cannot express how excited we are. We are looking forward to the opening ceremony and the
start of the activities. We are meeting people from all around the world,” said Maria, and Marilyn, both
15, from Lebanon.


Jacob, 17, from Sweden said: “I am super excited to meet people from all parts of the world. To meet
new friends and learn new knowledge, and to also spend some great times with my own friends.”


The theme “WA: a Spirit of Unity” and the three concepts, “Energy”, “Innovation”, and “Harmony” are
embedded in the Jamboree programme, which consists of module activities and sub camp life.
Through these activities, the young participants will have the opportunities to learn life skills,
experience cultural diversity, foster unity and be active global citizens to create a better world.
