The video starts by showing users how to
clean the tools using anti-bacterial soap.
Then viewers are instructed how to open
up the pores on their face using steam,
warm water, or in the shower.


Next MacKenzie demonstrates how to
use the tools to extract pimples and
blackheads. "It doesn't matter which tool
you use to extract a particular zit. All the
tools basically work the same way. Pick
the tool that seems to fit the area of your
face and blemish," MacKenzie said.


The video shows users how to work the
tool back and forth, then pull back to
extract the pimple. Then entire instruction
video takes slightly less than three
minutes, demonstrating the ease of using
the tool set.
